The DN-4000F is a totally new type
of CD player which comes complete
with a phenomenal “digital
scratching” sound. Simply press the
SCRATCH button and the DN-
4000F’s Digital Microprocessor will
be set into action, producing the
unique effect of vinyl turntable
scratching but with the added realism
of digital sound.

DENON CD technology features 18-
bit linear 8-times oversampling, and
includes the additional special
features of a PITCH button (for speed
control) and BEAT SHIFT (for phase
adjustment).

Now, courtesy of DENON’s long
experience in digital audio, the CD
disco format has come alive.

FEATURES (available on both decks)

PITCH: Play speed of each deck can be
varied independently +10% to allow a
smooth rhythmic cross-fade between
tracks.

BEAT SHIFT: The beats of one deck can be
shifted relative to the other deck to ensure a
shynchronized down beat cross-fade.

INSTANT START: As in DENON'’s other
professional CD players, selected tracks will
start up instantly (within 0.03 seconds) when
commanded, for spot-on timing.

SEARCH and SCAN: Provide audio jog and
shuttle controls for location of desired material.

Used to store start up cue points.

Sound with Expanded Dynamic Range

Thanks to DENON’s highly acclaimed Super
Linear Converter, the digital sound from the
DN-4000F is, like other DENON CD players, of
unusually high quality, The DN-4000F is
equipped with 18 bit linear, 8 times
oversampling converter and digital filter to
produce more than enough sound quality to
cover the dance floor.

Ease of Operation

The DN-4000F consists of a double drive
unit, in which two CD’s can be loaded, and a
compact controller (RC-33). The controller is
connected to the DN-4000F via 3 metre cable
and is used for all command functions. It is
compact enough to be held or operated by one
hand, enabling it to be used easily with mixers
and other equipment.

The RC-33 contains large function buttons,
track and time remaining displays, a “Shuttle
Monitor” LED display and a large “Multi
Shuttle” continous rotary dial. The “Multi
Shuttle” dial is used for TRACK selection,
SEARCH, SCAN, BEAT SHIFT, PITCH control
as well as the unigue SCRATCH effect, (just
press SCRATCH during music playback and
then turn the “Multi Shuttle” dial clockwise and
anti-clockwise to produce the turntable-like
scratching sound).
